1. ALL INTERIOR LANDSCAPED AREAS SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM PLANTING SOIL
DEPTH OF THREE (3) FEET AND BE FREE FROM ALL FORMS OF CONSTRUCTION
DEBRIS AND FOREIGN MATERIAL.

2. ALL TREE PIT SAUCERS, SHRUB BEDS, ORNAMENTAL GRASS BEDS, AND
PERENNIAL FLOWER BEDS SHALL RECEIVE THREE (3) INCHES DEPTH OF DARK
SHREDDED HARDWOOD BARK MULCH.

3. ALL SEASONAL FLOWER BEDS SHALL BE A MINIMUM OF TWELVE (12) INCHES
DEEP WITH A WELL-BLENDED MIXTURE OF 50% PEAT MOSS & 50% SCREENED
TOPSOIL. NO MULCH SHALL BE INSTALLED IN THE SEASONAL FLOWER BEDS.

4. ALL DECIDUOUS AND EVERGREEN TREES SHALL BE STAKED WITH THREE (3)
TREE STAKES AS PER TREE PLANTING DETAIL.

1. ALL PLANTING BEDS & TREE PITS SHALL RECEIVE A MIN. 3-INCH DEPTH OF

1. ALL PLANTINGS INSTALLED SHALL MEET OR EXCEED THE MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS AS NOTED ON THE PLANS AND IN THE LATEST
EDITION ON THE AMERICAN STANDARD FOR NURSERY STOCK, BY THE AMERICAN ASSOCIATION OF NURSERYMEN, ANSI 260.1.

2. CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR HIS OWN QUANTITY TAKEOFF, THE QUANTITIES SHOWN ARE A MINIMUM AND ARE FOR
REFERENCE ONLY.

3. CONTRACTOR SHALL PERFORM A ROUGH FIELD STAKEOUT OF ALL PLANTING LOCATIONS AND CONTACT THE OWNERS FIELD

IF ANY RESIDENT REMOVES A PREVIOUSLY INSTALLED STREET TREE FROM THEIR PROPERTY THEREAFTER, THE TOWN OF AMHERST
SHALL ENFORCE THE RESIDENT TO REPLACE THE TREE ON THEIR PROPERTY AT A RATIO OF 2:1 PER TOWN OF AMHERST REGULATIONS.
THE LOCATIONS AND SPECIES SHALL BE COORDINATED WITH THE TOWN OF AMHERST AND THE RESIDENT.

5. CONTRACTOR IS HEREBY NOTIFIED THAT IF UNDERGROUND UTILITIES EXIST IN THE VICINITY OF THE PLANTINGS, ALL PROPOSED
PLANTINGS SHALL BE INSTALLED A MINIMUM OF 5' FROM ANY UNDERGROUND UTILITY, CONTACT THE OWNERS FIELD REPRESENTATIVE
IF PLANTINGS SHOWN ON THE PLANS VIOLATE THIS SITUATION.

6. ALL TREES SHALL BE INSTALLED A MINIMUM OF 20' FROM ANY OVERHEAD ELECTRIC LINES.

7. PLANTING BACKFILL MIXTURE SHALL CONSIST OF 3 PARTS TOPSOIL, 1 PART PEAT MOSS, 13  PART MILORGANITE.

8. STAKE TREES IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING INSTALLATION.

9. ALL DISTURBED AREAS NOT RECEIVING PLANTINGS (INCLUDING RIGHT-OF-WAYS) SHALL BE SEEDED.

10. THE AREAS ON THE PLAN TO BE SEEDED SHALL HAVE 4" MINIMUM OF TOPSOIL, DISK PLOWED, LEVELED AND HAND RAKED SMOOTH.
SURFACE SHALL BE ROLLED TO REMOVE LUMPS.

11. ALL SEEDED AREAS SHALL BE HYDROSEEDED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE SPECIFICATION INDICATED.  WHERE REQUIRED BY CLIMATIC
